How do I apply?

RETURNING Student Application (Priority is March 31)
NEW Student Application

1. Go to http://housing.rbc.edu/login and login
with your RBC credentials

Click Apply for Housing and select correct
application to complete.

Students will be required to pay fees at time of application
in order for the application to be considered complete.

How do I select a room?
Room Selection is for Returning Students ONLY

1. During your lottery time go to MyHousing
Click room & roommate selection

3. Click select a room (to select a room)

Click select dining (to select a meal plan)

Students who have not completed all housing
requirements will not receive a lottery appointment and
thus can not select a room.

Where do I make payments?

Damage deposit is due at the time the online
application is completed. Those paying in cash should visit:

What do I owe and when is it due?

New Students must pay a Housing Damage
Deposit fee of $150.00

The deposit is refundable once the student has graduated or
permanently left the residence halls. Damage to a room,

suite, or common are can result in a reduced refund or no
refund.

How do NEW students select a roommate?

1. Ensure your requested roommate has

completed all housing requirements.
2. Place their first and last name on the housing
application under potential roommates.

Students can only select 1 roommate. Requests can
not be made for other rooms within an apartment.
Requests must be made before assignment of room.

All residents are required to have a immunization rec-

ord on file in the Office of Residence Life. Immuniza-
tion records are due the first day of move in. Certifi-
cate of Immunization Records can be found at
www.rbc.edu under Residential Living.
